Our Block Watch Program is still in existence but we need all of you to get involved in order for the Block Watch Program 
to be a success.  The editorial submitted several issues ago in the MEMO prompted a strong response form several resi-
dents, yet people are not getting involved at the rate we need in order to ensure that our Block Watch Program is suc-
cessful.  You can get involved by becoming a Block Watch Captain.  We need at least 2 per street and 3-4 on longer 
streets.  Block Watch Captains serve as a liaison to the police, meet/communicate with other, identify ªhot spotsº and 
serve as a source for suggestions for concerned residents of the Farms on their respective street.  Block Watch Captains 
generally will not devote more than 2-4 hours a month of their time. 

In addition to becoming a Block Watch Captain, there are also several ways you can help deter crime. 

Report all suspicious activity to the police (you may remain anonymous).  If possible provide detailed descriptions of the 
subjects including license plate numbers if applicable. 

Take pictures, cell phones or digital cameras work great! 

When solicitors ring your door bell ask for identification. 

Keep the exterior of your home well –lit at night, and keep your shades closed especially at night. 

Keep your house doors and car doors locked. 

Install an alarm system 

Know your neighbors; familiarize yourself with what cars ªbelongº and the ones that do not. 

Beware and report people to the police people who are ªcasing out the areaº 

Report known arrests and, known perpetrators etc. to any Block Watch Member (see contact information below). 

We would like to encourage everyone to become an active member in the Block Watch Program and attend meetings.  
There is no cost.  Your priceless benefit is the preservation of your property values, and a safe and enjoyable community 
for you to reside. 

The police, no matter how hard they try, can©t be in every neighborhood all the time and even if they could, they wouldn©t 
know who belongs there and who doesn©t.  You the residents can be the eyes and ears of the police and together we can 
stop crime in your neighborhood.  Block Watch Meetings are the fourth Tuesday of each month at the John Wesley 
Church on Kemper Road.

George Fields.  There still seems to be some Swim Team money missing.  $167.00 from the garage sale cookout.  SAY

Membership - Kim Pittman sent  her report via e-mail and was read by Cheryl Purvis.  There are 149 members¼ .20 of 
those are up for renewal in October.
