The entrance to the other
area isat the curve on Hazelgrove, and runsallthe way up to behind Kmart and Home De-
pot. These areasare in place for several reasons—they provide residentswith a place to en-
joy nature, and they increase the value of yourhome by keeping commercial property devel-
opment at bay. Your Civic Association dueshelp to pay the insurance on the greenbelts; the
propertiesare owned by the Civic Association, and are open to allresidentsto enjoy. How-
ever, motorized vehicles(such asATVsand dirt bikes) are not permitted in the greenbelts, due
to both the insurance liability and the damage that they do. Many residentsalong the Hazel-
grove greenbelt have issueswith ATVscoming in from the Kmart side; if you do hear ATVsin
the greenbelt, please callthe police;signsare posted on the Kmart sde, and anyone riding is
trespassing.

Allresidentsare encouraged to take advantage of your greenbelts—they are a great place
to escape fora few minutesto enjoy the wonder of nature!
