As the S.A.Y. Soccer Commissioner for the PRF Athletics Association, | am happy to be able to make a MAJOR an-
nouncement regarding the PRF S.A.Y. Soccer program. After a decision made last year, we have finalized our transfer
from the Northwest S.A.Y. Area to the Fairfield Area. This change is a very good one for our soccer program and | would
like to share some of the changes for you to expect. This change is made to improve the overall sportsmanship and level
of fair play among our opponents. For years now, many of our 14-17 year old children have participated in the Fairfield
Area S.A.Y. program for Minor and Senior division play. From these children and their parents, | have had nothing but
good reports.
