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Happy 30th Anniversary to St. John Neumann Church: 
The parish of St. John Neumann has been “Making the Name of the Lord Known for Thirty Years.”  On the 
weekend of February 2nd and 3rd, we officially celebrated our 30th year as a parish.  St. John Neumann was 
founded on February 1, 1978.  The parish was named after John Nepomucene Neumann, born to 
Czech/German parents in 1811 in Bohemia.  He yearned to be a missionary, so much so in fact, that he came 
to America at the age of 25, before his ordination.  Ordained in New York, he started his missionary work 
around Niagara Falls where he built many churches.  He also preached in Virginia, Pennsylvania, Maryland and 
Ohio.  He was named Bishop of Philadelphia in 1852, where he built 70 churches, with a school in almost every 
parish – in less than eight years.  He was the pioneer promoter of the Catholic school system in America.  At 
age 49, he collapsed in the street and died, worn out from his labors.  He was canonized a saint in 1977; the 
first U.S. man to receive this honor.   

Until the church was built and completed in 1985, the parishioners worshipped at John Wesley United Method-
ist Church, Welch Elementary School, Pleasant Run Golf Course Clubhouse, and in a storefront in the Woodfox 
Center.  From a small beginning, to 1000 families strong, we are a major part of the Pleasant Run community 
and we are located right in the Farms, at the corner of Mill and John Gray Roads.  You’ve probably come to our 
parish festival each September.  A large number of our parishioners live and raise their children in the Farms.  
They are and have been active in the community, serving in many areas of need.  They are your neighbors and 
friends. So come, help us pray and celebrate - help us grow for the next 30 years.

And they also invite us to join them in wrestling with 
questions like: Who is Christ?  Is he who he claims to be?  If so, what does this mean for me and for the way I live each day?  Does the news 
of Christ’s resurrection influence my life in any way? 

 On Wednesday evenings, March 5 and 12, a free soup and dessert supper is available from 6:00 to 6:30 PM.  A brief devotional service will be 
held at 6:50 - 7:30 PM.  The focus of the devotional times is “Christ on Trial”.  Each week a prosecutor examines a witness, while the assem-
bled serve as the jury.  Individuals will examine the evidence and reach a verdict on Who is this Jesus … for me? 

 The Lenten season of intentional study of scripture, increase time spent in prayer, and giving of ourselves and our possessions to the help the 
poor and needy around the globe will conclude with a week of remembrance of Jesus’ last days before his crucifixion, death and burial.
