Information Every PRF Resident Should Know

Summer is a busy time for everyone. So many things are going on and we always try to do them all. It’s a short three months and we have
to enjoy them while we can. This is the season we are outside and away from our homes more than usual—sporting events, picnics, day-
trips and vacations. It’s hard to keep track of what’s going on in our own daily lives, let alone what’s going on in our neighborhood. But
this is exactly the time we all must be a little more attentive to what is going on around us or we run the tisk of inviting unwanted problems
into our community. Vandalism, break-ins and other unlawful activities can quickly turn from a small nuisance to a community wide prob-
lem. Be aware of what’s going on in our neighborhood. If it is out of the ordinary and looks suspicious or if you notice other strange and
unusual activity please report it to the authorities. For emergencies dial 911. If it is a non emergency the police number is 513-729-1300. If
you are going to be away from your home please have a neighbor keep an eye on your property and/or have the Springfield Township Po-
lice do a vacation check. Inform them of when you will be gone at 513-729-1300. It is better to be safe than sorry.

There have also been a number of complaints regarding un-kept or nuisance yards. The Civic Association does not deal directly with these
types of complaints, but you can email any such issues directly to Springfield Township along with photos, the address and your concerns to
nuisancecomplaints@springfieldtwp.org. This does get results — as long as the concerns you mention do in fact break the township’s
property maintenance code or otherwise violate the rules set forth by Springfield Township. Should you need to follow up on your com-
plaint, you should contact Springfield Township at 513-522-1410. For your reference, below are links where you can find more information

and determine if you have a case to teport a nuisance.

What is the PRF Civic Association?

Over 40 years ago, when the neighborhood known as Pleasant Run Farms was developed, the Civic Association was founded. The intent
of the Civic Association was to provide the residents of the Farms with an active community; the Association was the foundation for the
sports teams, community pool, activities, and hobby/interest clubs (gardening, babysitting, reading, etc.). Throughout the years, the Civic
Association has continued to provide residents with a way of connecting with their community, as well as providing the neighborhood a
political voice with Springfield Township.
